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Highlights

 In fall of 2014, MSU enrolled 11,053 students.

 MSU retained 65% of first time freshmen from fall 2014 to fall 2015 (58% for under
represented minorities).

 In fall of 2014, first time freshmen headcount decreased by 10.2% from fall of 2013 to 1,513.
Furthermore, 99.2% of these students attended MSU as full time students.

 The average ACT composite score for first time students was 22.2. This average is 1.2 points
higher than the national average composite score of 21.0.

 A total of 6,258 undergraduate students attended MSU on a full time basis. The remaining
3,694 undergraduate students attended MSU part time. Thus, 62.9% of undergraduate students
attended school full time, and 37.1% of undergraduate students attended on a part time basis.

 A majority of graduate students, 864 (78.5%), attended MSU as part time students. Conversely,
237 graduate students (21.5%) attended MSU as full time students.

 Female students comprised 60.4% of MSU undergraduate students, whereas, males were
39.6% of the undergraduate student population.

 Female students were also the prevailing majority in the graduate student population. Of the
1,101 graduate students, 681 (61.9%), were females and 420 (38.1%) were males.

 Fifty seven percent of MSU students fell within the 18 24 age category. Twenty percent of MSU
students were younger than 18 years of age. Twenty three percent of MSU students were
above 25 years old.

 MSU’s 22 county service region attracted 6,456 (58.4%) students to the university in the fall of
2014. MSU drew 3,351 (30.3%) students from in state counties that were not included in MSU’s  
service region. Thus, 88.7% of MSU students originated in the state of Kentucky.

 Under represented Minorities (American Indian, Black, Hispanic, and Native Hawaiian/Pacific
Islander) were 5.5% of University enrollment.

 To provide community outreach, MSU offered a substantial number of dual credit courses to
high school students. A total of 165 dual credit courses were offered at 44 different high schools
across the state of Kentucky.
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Highlights, continued

In year 2014 2015, MSU awarded 9 Doctoral degrees, a total of 1,197 Bachelor’s degrees (1,166
First Major Bachelor’s degrees and 31 Second Major Bachelor’s degrees), 333 Master’s
degrees, 24 Specialist degrees, and 164 Associate’s degrees. In comparison with data from
2013 2014, there was a 2.4% increase in the number of Bachelor’s degrees (First and Second
Major) awarded by MSU.

In fall 2014, the College of Arts, Humanities, and Social Sciences increased enrollment in four of
seven departments: Communication, Media, & Leadership Studies by 2.0%; International &
Interdisciplinary Studies by %; Music, Theatre, and Dance by 1%; and Sociology, Social Work &
Criminology by 1.5%. CAHS increased dual credit course enrollments by 7.1% in fall of 2014.

College of Science and Technology increased
by % fall of 201 . DCST faculty members produced 2.0% more student
credit hours in fall 2014 than they did in fall 2013.

College of Education increased internet enrollment by 0.4% in fall 2014, while concurrently
increasing internet student credit hours 1.8% and reducing internet class size 7.1% (from 14 to
13 students).

Faculty members in the College of Business and Public Affairs produced 9.6% more student
credit hours in the fall of 2014 than they did in the fall of 2013, while concurrently experiencing
an enrollment o %.

In fall of 2014, MSU had 359 full time instructional faculty and 98 part time instructional
faculty. These faculty members generated 113,494 student credit hours.

In addition to faculty, MSU employed 765 full time staff and 146 part time staff. MSU also
employed 118 graduate assistants in part time positions.

Through the fall of 2015, MSU had 54,828 alumni. The vast majority of these alumni, 37,502
(68.4%), reside in Kentucky.

MSU at a Glance… 

  Morehead State University is located in the city of Morehead, which is adjacent to the Boone 
National Forest. The main MSU campus is located in the downtown district, but the University also 
possesses off‐campus real estate holdings, such as: the Derrickson Agricultural Complex, Browning 
Orchard, Eagle Trace golf course, and Kentucky Folk Art Center.  MSU maintains 4 regional campuses 
across Eastern Kentucky. These campuses, Ashland, Mt. Sterling, Prestonsburg, and West Liberty, 
provided undergraduate and graduate courses to 1,101 students during the fall of 2014. MSU also 
offered courses at other regional sites, and it provided 165 courses to high school students throughout 
the state of Kentucky.   The Craft Academy for Excellence in Science and Mathematics opened in August 
2015 on the main campus of Morehead State University and will provide a residential college experience 
for academically gifted and talented high school juniors and seniors in the Commonwealth.  The Craft 
Academy will allow students to finish high school while also completing up to two years of university 
coursework.  The Craft Academy opened with an inaugural class of 60 students and an additional 60 
students are scheduled for induction into the Craft Academy in August 2016.  This infrastructure and 
dedication to academic excellence demonstrates MSU’s commitment to the Eastern Kentucky region, 
and illuminates the University’s vision of being the best public regional university in the South.      

Budget 

  According to the 2014‐15 opening budget, the University operated on $153.2 million. 
Approximately 56% percent of this revenue derived from tuition and fees, and approximately 31% of 
University revenue came from state appropriations. The largest share of MSU expenditures, 35%, was 
related to student instruction. The next largest expenditure was student financial aid at 17% followed by 
student services and institutional support, each consuming about 12% of the annual operating budget.

Academic Year:   The academic year for degree reporting runs from Summer II session‐fall semester‐
spring semester‐Summer I session for reporting purposes to the Council on Postsecondary Education 
(CPE) in Kentucky.  The academic year for students typically encompasses the fall semester‐spring 
semester‐Summer I session‐Summer II session. 

ACT: The ACT is a national college admissions examination that consists of subject area tests in English, 
mathematics, reading, and science (ACT FAQs).   MSU utilizes the mathematics, English, and reading 
scores for placement purposes (CPE). 

Actual (Budget):  Revenue or expenditures that have occurred rather than only being projected (Office 
of Budgets and Financial Planning, Morehead State University). 

Adjusted retention rate: This is a calculation that accounts for graduates within the retention figures. 
This metric is calculated by adding the number of returning students to the number of graduated 
students and dividing this number by the original enrollment for each cohort. 

American Indian or Alaska Native: A person having origins in any of the original people of North and 
South America (including Central America) who maintains cultural identification through tribal affiliation 
or community attachment. 

Asian: A person having origins in any of the original peoples of the Far East, Southeast Asia, or the Indian 
Subcontinent, including, for example, Cambodia, China, India, Japan, Korea, Malaysia, Pakistan, the 
Philippine Islands, Thailand, and Vietnam. 

Assignable Space: Any space that may be designated for a particular function. 

Associate degree: Requires no fewer than 60 semester hours and can be completed in two years or less. 
This category includes only students who have declared the intent of earning an Associate’s degree. 

Auditors: Student who is not enrolled in a certificate, diploma, or degree program but is enrolled only in 
one of more audit courses. A course will be defined as audit if the student takes the course for zero 
credit hours. 

B 

Baccalaureate Degree: Students complete at least 120 semester hours, which should include an area of 
specialization or a major/minor combination. 

Black or African American: A person having origins in any of the black racial groups or Africa. 
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C 

CIP Code:  Classification of Instructional Program (CIP) code used to provide a taxonomic scheme that 
will support the accurate tracking, assessment, and reporting of fields of study and program completions
activity.  CIP Codes are six digit codes appearing in the xx.xxxx format that identifies instructional 
program specialties within educational institutions. (IPEDS) 

CPE (Kentucky Council on Postsecondary Education):   The Council on Postsecondary Education 
coordinates change and improvement in Kentucky’s postsecondary education system as directed by the 
Kentucky Postsecondary Education Improvement Act of 1997.  
 
Credit Hours Consumed:  Refers to the number of credit hours taken in any college by majors within a 
college.   

Credit Hours Generated:   Credit hours generated by faculty teaching within a given college 

D 

Degree: An award conferred by MSU as official recognition for the successful completion of an academic 
program. 

Distance Learning: Any for credit instruction where more than 50 percent instruction delivery utilizes 
any of the following: print material, email, telephone, audio tape, video tape, television, satellite, or 
computer for access to CD ROM, interactive video, internet, or the web. The instructor must be 
physically separated from the students for the majority of the term. 

Dual Credit Course: A course in which a student receives credit at the high school and college level. 

Duplicated Enrollment: A duplicate count of students enrolled (“seats occupied”) in all course section 
offerings on the official census dates each term.  The same student is counted in each section of official 
enrollment: e.g., a student enrolled in 3 class sections is counted as 3 enrollees. Not to be confused with 
unduplicated headcount, which counts each student only once. 

 

E 

EEOC Job Category: Equal Employment Opportunity Commission (EEOC) job category classification used 
by employers to categorize and correctly classify employees according to ten job categories in the 
Employer Information report (EEO‐1).  

F 

Faculty:  Persons whose assignments are conducting instruction, research or public service as a principal 
activity (or activities). They may hold academic rank titles of professor, associate professor, assistant 
professor, instructor, lecturer or the equivalent of any of those academic ranks. Faculty may also include 
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the chancellor/president, provost, vice provosts, deans, directors or the equivalent, as well as associate 
deans, assistant deans and executive officers of academic departments (chairpersons, heads or the 
equivalent) if their principal activity is instruction combined with research and/or public service. The 
designation as "faculty" is separate from the activities to which they may be currently assigned. For 
example, a newly appointed president of an institution may also be appointed as a faculty member. 
Graduate, instruction, and research assistants are not included in this category. (IPEDS) 

Fall Cohort:  The group of students entering in the fall term established for tracking purposes. For the 
Graduation Rates component, this includes all students who enter an institution as full‐time, first‐time 
degree or certificate‐seeking undergraduate students during the fall term of a given year or entering in 
the summer and returning in the fall. This cohort is not limited to freshmen.  Students meeting federal 
standards for exclusion are removed from the cohort. 

Fall Term:  The part of the academic year that begins mid‐August. 

First‐Time Student: An undergraduate student who has not previously attended any postsecondary 
institution or who attended postsecondary institution level courses as a high school student and is 
currently enrolled for the first time since high school graduation. This includes students who attended 
for the first‐time in the summer semester and returned to the institution in the fall. High school students
who are taking postsecondary courses in their high school are excluded from this category. 

First‐Time Transfer Student: A certificate, diploma, or degree‐seeking student entering the reporting 
institution for the first time but known to have previously attended a postsecondary institution at the 
same level. The student may transfer with or without credit. 

Fiscal Year:  The fiscal year spans July 1 – June 30 for reporting purposes. 

Foreign: Country of legal residence at time of first admission MSU and indicates origin from anywhere 
other than the United States. 

Freshman: Student who has graduated from high school and earned fewer than 30 semester hours. 

Full‐Time Equivalent (FTE):  A single value providing a meaningful combination of full‐time and part‐
time students. Full‐time equivalent enrollments are calculated using the following formula: 
(undergraduate student credit hours/15 ) + (all other graduate SCH/12). 

Full‐Time Student: An undergraduate student enrolled for at least 12 credit hours, or a graduate student
enrolled for at least nine credit hours. Hours in courses taken for audit are to be included in the 
calculation of full‐time status. 

G 

Graduate Nondegree Student: Student with at least a baccalaureate degree enrolled in the graduate 
school but not in a degree program. 
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Graduation Rate:  The percent of students from the GRS cohort that complete a bachelor’s degree 
within six years (150% of the normal time required).  The GRS cohort includes first‐time, full‐time 
bachelor’s‐seeking students enrolling in the fall term or entering in the summer and returning in the fall. 
This cohort is not limited to freshmen.  Students meeting federal standards for exclusion are removed 
from the cohort.  2012‐13 data is preliminary. 

Graduation Rate Student (GRS) Cohort:  The GRS cohort includes first‐time, full‐time bachelor’s‐seeking 
students enrolling in the fall term or entering in the summer and returning in the fall.  This cohort is not 
limited to freshmen. 

H 

Headcount: Total number of students who are enrolled as of the census date.   

High School Student: non‐degree students who are enrolled in college credit classes that are sanctioned 
by MSU and taught at the student’s high school. 

Hispanic or Latino: A person of Cuban, Mexican, Puerto Rican, South or Central American, or other 
Spanish culture or origin, regardless of race. 

I 

In‐state: a student who is classified as a legal residence of Kentucky. 

J 

Junior: Student who has earned at least 60, but fewer than 90, semester credit hours. 

L 

Loans: These financial awards must be repaid after a student leaves school. The federal government 
provides many loan types and conditions, such as: Perkins Loans, Direct Stafford Loans, Direct Plus 
Loans, and Emergency Fund Loans. Students may also take out private loans through banks or other 
financial organizations. 

M 

Main Campus: The campus which includes the primary business address of the institution and which 
houses the office of its senior administrators. 

Major: Primary field of study in which students complete at least 30 semester hours of designated 
coursework. A major must be accompanied by a minor. 

Master’s Degree: An award that requires the successful completion of an academic program of at least 
30 semester credit hours or the equivalent at the post‐baccalaureate, graduate, or professional level. 
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Matriculate:   To enroll in a college or university as a candidate for a degree.

Minor: Secondary field of study in which the student completes at least 21 semester hours of 
designated coursework. A minor must be supplemented by a major. 

MSU Service Region: The service region includes 22 counties in Eastern Kentucky: Bath, Boyd, Breathitt, 
Carter, Elliott, Fleming, Floyd, Greenup, Johnson, Knott, Lawrence, Letcher, Lewis, Magoffin, Martin, 
Mason, Menifee, Montgomery, Morgan, Pike, Rowan, and Wolfe. 

N 

Native Hawaiian or Other Pacific Islander: A person having origins in any of the original people of 
Hawaii, Guam, Samoa, or other Pacific Islands. 

Nonresident Alien: A person who is not a citizen or national of the United States and who is in this 
country on a visa or temporary basis and does not have the right to remain indefinitely.  

O 

Opening Budget:  Beginning revenue or expenditure budget on July 1 of each fiscal year as approved by 
the Board of Regents (Office of Budgets and Financial Planning, Morehead State University). 

Out‐of‐State with Reciprocity: Students who come from areas that are covered under reciprocity 
agreements that are approved by the Council on Postsecondary Education. These students receive a 
tuition waiver that allows them to attend the university under in‐state tuition programs. 

Out‐of‐State: Student who is not a legal resident of Kentucky. 

P 

Part‐time: A student is classified as part‐time if he/she enrolls for fewer than 12 credit hours (UG) or 4 
credit hours (GR). 

R 

Race and Ethnicity Unknown: This category is used only if the person did not select either a racial or 
ethnic designation. 

Residency status: Student classification for purposes of fee assessment. This category is governed by the
Kentucky Council of Post‐Secondary Education guidelines. 

Retention Rate:  This metric measures the rate at which students persist in their education program at 
an institution, expressed as a percentage.  For four‐year institutions, this is the percentage of first‐time 
bachelors degree‐seeking undergraduates from the previous fall who are again enrolled in the current 
fall.  (IPEDS) 
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S 

Scholarships: Financial awards received based on a student’s academic achievement or special talent. 
These awards do not have to be repaid. 

Senior: Student who has earned at least 90 semester credit hours. 

Sophomore: Student who has earned at least 30, but fewer than 60, semester credit hours. 

Spring Term:  The part of the academic year that begins mid‐January 

Standard Occupational Classification (SOC) System:  System used by Federal statistical agencies to 
classify workers into occupational categories for the purposes of collecting, calculating, or disseminating 
data.  All workers are classified into one of 840 detailed occupations according to their occupational 
definition.  To facilitate classification, detailed occupations are combined to form 461 broad 
occupations, 97 minor groups, and 23 major groups.  (U S Department of Labor) 

Staff:  Persons identified by the institution whose assignments are typically non‐instructional related. 

Student Credit Hours (SCH):  Number of semester hours for which a student is receiving credit.  (CPE) 
Credit hours are a unit of measure representing the equivalent of an hour (50 minutes) of instruction 
per week over the entire term.  It is applied toward the number of credit hours needed for completing 
the requirements of a degree, diploma, certificate, or other formal award. (IPEDS) 

Summer I:  The part of the academic year that spans the month June. 

Summer II:  The part of the academic year that spans the month of July. 

Summer Intersession:  The part of the academic year that begins after the Spring semester ends mid‐
May and ends before the first of June 

T 

Total Credit Hours: Total semester hours taken for credit, excluding audit hours. 

U 

Undergraduate student degrees and credentials: Total number of associate and bachelor’s degrees 
awarded during an academic year. 

Under‐Represented Minorities (URM): Students who are included in this designation are: American 
Indian, Black, Hispanic/Latino, and Native Hawaiian. 

Unduplicated enrollment:  The count of students enrolled for credit with each student counted only 
once during the reporting period, regardless of when the student enrolled. (IPEDS) 
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University Studies Courses: These courses include any First Year Seminar course that is not associated 
with a department and all courses with an MSU prefix. 

Unrestricted Revenue:   Funds received by the University with no limitations or stipulations placed on 
them by external agencies or donors and are available for allocation by the Board of Regents for the 
operation of the University.  Tuition and fees, state appropriations, and income from auxiliary 
enterprises comprise the majority of the University’s unrestricted revenues (Office of Budgets and 
Financial Planning, Morehead State University). 

W 

White: A person having origins in any of the original people of Europe, the Middle East, or North Africa.
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
