The Morehead was founded in 1887, with Mrs. Phebe E.

Normal Schoel Button and F. C. Button as teachers, and
with one pupil in attendance the first day. Each succeed-
ing year has brought to the sehool a large measure of sue-
cess. The liberality of Gen. Wm, T. Withers, of Lexing-
ton, Ky., made the school possible; the generosity of Hon.
T. F. Hargis, of Louisville, Ky., provided for the first
school-house, and the grounds for all the buildings; a gift
from Robert Hodson and wife, of Oguakwa, Ill., became
the basis of a fund for the erection of -a boarding hall.
For thirteen years it had been supported by the Kentucky
Christian Missionary Convention. On July 31, 1900, it
passed under the control of the Christian Woman’s Board
of Missions. Under the new management the buildings
h ave been repaired and enlarged, the number of teachers
has been increased, the courses of study have been
strengthened, and a new epoch in its history has begun.
