The letter of Capt. Gibsor is -well writ-
ten and describes with great minuteness the
movement of the different regiments during
the two day’s fight.

Our whole force was probably eight
hundred men.

The lancers were now advancing—biehind
them came the whole body of Mexican in-
fantry ina column of Butallions. The chargo
was directed obliquely on our line and point-
od on our extreme right.

This was done when they
were within about one hundred yards of our
lines.  On they came, in most beautiful or-
der, chaunting a song, the breadth of their
column just covering my company. Every
sound was hushed along the line except the
low tones of the officers cautioning their men

I mentioned 10 you that a company of
seventy-five rs, under the command
of the celebrated Captain M. B. Gray, had
just arrived at this place on their way o
meet the enemy.  They, though young in
years are old in frontier warfare; a hardy ro-
bust, determined and reckless looking set of
fellows, exactly suited 1o the kind of war-
fare we are engay Capt. Gray is one
of the most notori Mexican fighters in

Texas, and is more drcaded by the Mexicans
than even Jack Hays, with whom he has
been engaged in many a fight against them,

erior skill in capturing (ste
,:;nn, he has gained the nickn:
ang Gray.” Having heard much of him
n the army, and feeling a curiosity to sce
the ¢real Daniel Boone’ of “Texas I accept-
ed the invitation of Capt. B. to dine with
him, where I learned ‘Mustang’ with half a
dozen other officers were to be guests. 1
shall never forget the evening spent in list-
ening to his own account of himself and
some of his exploits. Gray in_stature is
six feet two or three inches, well propor-
tioned weighing about two hundred or two
hundred and ten pounds; in fact one of the
most athletio looking men I ever met with
and physically powerful enough 1o cope
with six Mexicans at least.  His men think
themselves perfectly safe under his com-
mand, and thatno force however numerous,
can cope with them. In speaking of him-
sclf and_his exploits, Captain Gray was
excedingly modest and reserved. It re.
quired strong urging on the part of his
friends, before he could be prevailed upon
torelate 1o us the details of some of his ad-
ventures. He has been at various times a
prisoner to the Mexicans, and assured us
there is hardly a prison in the republic, the
interior of whose walls he is not familiar
with. On being urged to relate to us the
‘best shot’ he ever made, we got the follow-
ing from him.

In 1838, whilst ranging along the Nucces
with a company of ten men, spying the
movements of the Mexicans, he got separa-
ted from his companions and came upon the
trial of a large party of the encmy. He
came in sight of them just hefore they en-
eamped for the night, about twelve miles
distant from the camp of his own party, and
recognized among them a number of ran-
cheros who had a considerable time before
robbed him of a train of mules worth sev-
eral thousand dollars.  He kept out of their
view until they encamped when he rode his
orse up within five hundred yards of them
and sccured him in the chapparal. He was
now ata loss whether to attack them single
handed or return 1o his men and inform
them of his discovery. If he did the lat-
ter he fearcd they might be gone before he
could return, and he would then miss his op-
portunity of revenging the loss of his mules.
Being loaded with a double barrel shot gun
of the largest calibre, a cutlass, holsters, pis-
tols and a brace of five shooters, he made
up his mind to have a batdle on his ‘own
hook.” Loaded his gun, each barrel with
sixty buck shot, he advanced upon the par-
ty whilst partaking of their supper, and
crawled undiscovered within fifiy or sixty
yards of them. Gelﬁn‘ﬁ as many of them
23 possible in range, he discharged both bar-
rels into them and then retreated rapidly to
his horse under cover of the smoke. He
instantly mounted, and continued unpursued
his retreat to his own party. In the morn-
ing he made a visit with his comrades to the
scene of slaughter, and found seven men
killed and one wounded, his leg fractured,
with nearly all his horses and mules, pre-
cisely as they had been secured when they
encamped for the night, The Mexicans,
the wounded man informed them, were so
panic stricken at the suddenness and effect
of the shot they vamosed into the chappar-
ral leaving every thing behind them, and
not daring to return.  They supposed a
whole volley had been fired into them.—
This he considered the best shot he ever
made. One more of his adventures and I
am done with ‘Mustang.’

Some time subsequent to the ‘great shot®
he went again amongst the Mexicans on a
trading expedition and made a handsome

bill for the use of fifty mules.  After being
