Cont. from page one
education

became famous through

the world.

Steward studied education at
Morehead Normal School in the late
1890s and began a teaching career at
the age of 20 in a one-room school in
Rowan County.

By 1901, she was elected county
school superintendent, and in 1909
she became the first woman president
of the Kentucky Educational
Association,

In an attempt to combat adult il-
literacy in Rowan County, she began
an experimental adult education pro-
gram later that year. She called her
program the ‘‘Moonlight School™
because classes were held in the even-
ing after the adults finished work.

During her first year, Steward and
the faculty enrolled 1,200; the second
year, she enrolled 1,600.

““Many times her efforts are
overlooked, but she was unique
because women just didn’t do things

like that during her time,”” said
technical
assistant who conducts tours of the

school.
By the third year of the adult night

classes, illiteracy in Rowan County
had dropped from 1,152 to 23.

Enrollment at the school ranged
from 40 to 60 students between the
late 1920s and early 1940s. Then 1In
1963, the school was closed when the
one-room schools in the area were
combined, and Tildon Hogge School
was constructed.

Early this summer, the school was
filmed by WQED-TV in Pittsburgh
as part of a one-hour special for a na-
tional literacy campaign called Pro-
ject Literacy U.S. (PLUS).

Also, the school was filmed in a
Kentucky Educational Television
program earlier last summer.

The school is available all year for
group tours by appointment through

the Camden-Carroll Library.
