Protecting the Nest 
MSU gives its first nanny certification 

Anthony Scott Kuzak may not 
have started out to be a pwneer, 
but that may well be what he has 
become. 

On May 11, Kuzak will be the 
first student to graduate from 
Morehead State University with a 
nanny certificatiOn. 

"I wanted to break tradition," 
the Sandy Hook native said. "There 
aren't that many men In the field 
and I JUSt love to work with 
children. 

Students completing the 
nanny program, administered 
through MSU's Department of 
Human Sciences, will receive a 
Certified Professional Nanny 
(CPN) certification from the 
American Council of Nanny 
Schools, Inc., according to Carolyn 
Taylor, associate professor of 
human sciences who supervises 
the program. "After MSU has Its 
first graduate, the program will 
then be eligible for certificatiOn," 
she said. 

In addition to Kuzak, two 

other students are currently taking 
classes In the program, Tonya 
Chnstian, Morehead sophomore, 
and Megan Mundie, Downer's 
Grove, Ill., JUniOr Of the three, 
Kuzak IS the only one who has 
completed the two-year course. 

As graduation time rolls 
around, Kuzak has been 
completing a portfolio which he 
calls a "nanny survival kit" that he 
plans to use on the JOb. "This kit 
has activities for all age groups," 
he said. "It Includes diabetic meals, 
activities that are developmentally 
appropnate for any child, even how 
to design a nursery " To be 
successful In the program, Kuzak 
suggests one should have 
dedicatiOn and an undying love of 
children. "That helps to promote 
an environment that allows a child 
to explore and expand Its 
opportunities," he said. "The 
bottom line IS that you will be the 
parent while the real parent IS 
away, so you need the capacity to 
love that child enough to respect It 
as your own." 

In the nanny program, all the 
classes focus on the child, from 
birth to pnmary, he said. "Once 
we understand the child and how 
It develops, we can better 
understand why the child reacts 
the way It does " He believes this 
understanding will help him to 
guide a young child whether he IS 
working In a family situatiOn or a 
day care facility In addition to 
classroom InstructiOn, Kuzak has 
completed a 240-hour practicum 
with the Head Start program. 

Although he has always 
wanted to teach, Kuzak tned other 
areas before enrolling In the nanny 

program. He first came to MSU as 
a music maJor and earned an 
Associate of Arts degree In 
humanities In December 1992 He 
then took time out ofhis studies to 
teach music and Spanish In the 
Ellwtt County School System. 

While trying to decide what 
he wanted to do with his hfe, Kuzak 
talked with Taylor who got him 
Interested In the nanny program. 
He completed the Associate of 
Apphed Sciences degree In early 
childhood development In 
December, which fulfilled 
requirements for the nanny 
program He will receive a 
Bachelor of Arts degree Ill 
Interdisciplinary early child 
development with a minor In 
Spanish In May 

As he explores the possibilities 
of his career, Kuzak notes that 
there IS always a need for day care. 
"Now I am looking at all my 
optwns," he said. 

Crediting his mother, Lea 
Porter, for being a "great" role 
model, Kuzak cites high morals, 
goodness and warmth and 
Integnty as trademarks which he 
can give to a family Because of the 
support he has received, he IS a 
strong advocator for setting goals 
and not settling for any substitute. 
"It's out there If you are willing to 
work hard, you can achieve 
whatever you desire," he said. 

Another factor that makes the 
nanny field so Inviting, according 
to Kuzak, IS the large number of 
corporate women who are single 
parents. "Their children need male 
role models," he said.

Reality Checks in at MSU 
AIDS educator Beatrice Kerr speaks to students 

AIDS educator Beatrice Kerr visited MSU 

Beatrice Kerr, an 
Internationally known AIDS 
educator, spoke to MSU students 
on February 6 about her personal 
expenences with AIDS and the 
HIVvirus. 

As a nineteen-year-old college 
sophomore, Kerr found out that 
her boyfnend had been diagnosed 
with AIDS "I ran straight Into my 
mortahty, " said Kerr Her 

boyfnend later died of AIDS 
related comphcatwns 

Kerr was diagnosed In 1987 
as having the HIV VIrus. Kerr 
said, "My mortahty smacked me 
In the face. And I thought, oh my 
God, I'm g01ng to die " She said 
she contracted the disease from 
her boyfriend by having 
unprotected sex. Fear of reJectiOn 
by her fnends and expulsiOn from 

school forced her to remain silent 
about her health for a long penod 
of time. 

To prevent others from 
following In her footsteps, Kerr 
began speaking out on AIDS In a 
campaign that took her across the 
United States In additiOn to 
presentations on numerous 
campuses, Kerr also appeared on 
CNN, MTV, "Donahue," and "The 
Jenny Jones Show " She has also 
been featured In several magazines 
such as "Glamour" and "The New 
York Times." 

Kerr IS now employed by 
Hospice of Central Virginia. She 
also met and marned a fellow AIDS 
survivor and hopes to have 
children In the future. 

Her presentation certainly 
made an Impact on the students of 
MSU Kristina Sykes, a JUniOr 
bwlogy maJOr from Cincinnati, OH 
expressed the sentiment that was 
felt by the maJonty of the students 
present. "The biggest thing that 
hit me was that I had never seen 
someone With AIDS before. I 
always thought I'd be scared, but 
they're just like everyone else," 
Sykes commented.
