Last Friday
night was set to burn the town, but the placs
wus 5o well guarded that the attempt, though
made, was abandonsd.  An intense feeling of
insecurity  prevails.  Business is  entirely
abandoned and a fresh and bloxdy outbreak
may be expected at any time,

John Belliter amnd James Franks, living in
the eastern part of Fleming county, near the
Rowan county line, bought farms there lately.
Monday they wore set npon by a gang of out-
lnws,  suppossl o be Tolliver's  friemds.
Belliter and  Franks were told to  leave and
they did  s6; abandoning their crops.  From
all reports thore is a generalstate of terroriza-
tion throughout Rowan.  Thoe county ofticials
are contraellnd by Tolliver guns. Good citi-
rens are moving  away and  drunken erowds
sweep over the county at their own sweet
