MOREHEAD, Ky.---“Rowan’s Treasures,” an exhibition of rare and unusual quilts, will
be on display at Morehead State University’s Kentucky Folk Art Center, June 20-Sept. 26.

“We generally think of quilts as bed coverings, and often overlook their role in our lives
as works of art, said Adrian Swain, KFAC curator. “Kentuckians' deep love for quiltmaking,
make it one of the most widespread art forms in our state.”

The quilts in “Rowan’s Treasures” are on loan from private homes in Rowan County.
The exhibition includes a wide variety, from one titled "Freedom or Independence,” that was
made from shirt materials around 1860, to non-traditional, contemporary art quilts.

“Interesting materials and techniques prove the quilters’ ingenuity and innovation,"
Swain noted. The show features several made of “feed sack” fabrics, as well as a white-on-white
quilt made to incorporate the Bull Durham tobacco sacks saved by one quilter"s late father-in-
law.

Quilts are treasured and most carry special meaning for their owners. Many have stories
behind them that explain why they were made. For example, A “Snake Quilt" by Bet Ison was
made as a coming-of-age gift for her daughter. “These stories stay alive when carefully retold,
and become legends with the passing of time, Swain said..

The exhibition will open with a reception that is free and open to the public, from 2 to 4
p.m. Sunday, June 20, at the center.

MOREHEAD, Ky.---Morehead State University’s Board of Regents has approved a
$76.9 million operating budget for 1999-2000, based on a projected fall enrollment of 8,400
students.

The new budget includes a 4.58 percent salary increase for faculty and librarians; 5.84
percent for non-exempt staff and 3.61 percent for exempt staff. This is the beginning of a five-
year plan to bring MSU salaries more in line with salaries at regional benchmark institutions.

In his presentation to the Regents, President Ronald G. Eaglin said that he was especially
proud that the entry-level wage scale for hourly workers was being increased by approximately
24 percent.

In acting on the operating budget, the Regents also approved the fee schedule for the
coming year, which includes a $50 per semester increase in full-time, in-state undergraduate
tuition as established by the Council on Postsecondary Education. Increases in other areas
include a $35 per semester increase in the student activity and services fee, a $30 per credit hour
Internet course fee, a $74 increase in student housing, which includes a $35 surcharge to partially
fund the first phase of the fire safety project and a $39 increase in residence halls rates to help
fund the debt service associated with residence hall improvements.

The Regents also extended the president’s contract by one year through June 30, 2003,
and increased his salary by four percent.

The University’s governing body heard the recommendations of a task force that studied
substance abuse on campus.

In other business, the board received the final headcount enrollment figure of 7,679 for
the spring term, promoted four faculty members, and granted tenure to one and gave emeritus
status to six retiring faculty members. The group authorized reducing the University’s financing
for the microcomputer replacement program from five years to four and approved a hazardous
duty retirement program for qualified employees in the Office of Public Safety.

MSU President Ronald G. Eaglin will make the presentation to Clark during the opening
reception on Sunday, June 20, at 7 p.m., in the Commonwealth Room of the Adron Doran University
Center.

Originally from Catlettsburg, Clark is a noted American author and one of Kentucky’s most
distinguished writers. He has won many awards and honors for his books, short stories and poems.

His novel, “A Long Row to Hoe” (1960), is the story of an impoverished family living at the
Junction of the Big Sandy and Ohio Rivers. “In 19 years of growing up in the valley, hunger was my
most vivid memory and an education my greatest desire,” Clark writes. The narrative, used by a number
of universities as a study of Appalachia, was selected as one of Time Magazine’s Best Books of 1960.
The work also was chosen by the Library of Congress to be recorded on talking records for the blind.

“Trail of the Hunter’s Hom™ (1957) was selected as a Crowell-Collier Classic and now appears in
Platt and Monk’s American Anthology as one of the 30 greatest dog stories ever written. “Song of the
River” (1957) won the Friends of American Writers Award as one of the three best books published in the
South and Southwest, and “The Champion of Sourwood Mountain” (1966) was offered by the Book-of-
the-Month Club.

Clark was the recipient of the Berea College Denny C. Plattmer Appalachian Heritage Award for
Poetry. He taught in the University of Kentucky system as a writer-in-residence for 18 years, attaining
the rank of full professor. Since 1986, he has been a writer-in-residence at Longwood College in
Farmville, Va.

In the last seven years, the Jesse Stuart Foundation in Ashland has re-issued seven of Clark’s
books, with others scheduled at later dates. A new volume of his poetry, “To Leave My Heart at
Catlettsburg,” was recently released by the Foundation.

MOREHEAD, Ky.---What makes the Institute for Regional Analysis and Public Policy
(IRAPP), Morehead State University’s new “program of distinction,” different from other
programs focused on improving life in East Kentucky? It is the fact that IRAPP is designed to
create “a real connection between the University and the region,” said Dr. David Rudy, dean of
the institute.

Created in response to a challenge issued in 1997 by the state legislature, IRAPP
represents a unique approach to regional studies. According to Dr. Rudy, while it is distantly
related to the field of Appalachian studies, which tends to approach issues from an abstract and
intellectual point of view, IRAPP is determinedly more practical. Students will study in traditional
majors like sociology or environmental science, with an emphasts on thetr relationship to the
analysis of specifically regional concerns.

By way of hands-on projects that tackle real-world problems outside the classroom, Dr.
Rudy observed, IRAPP will equip students to develop job-related skills while they build
“relationships of mutual trust and respect” between the University and the community. By
“listening carefully and taking people seriousiy,” students, faculty and the community at large will
work together on issues such as how to provide more affordable housing and how to develop
markets for secondary wood products, he explained.

This means that IRAPP is not a “top-down program full of intellectuals prescribing
solutions” to regional problems, Dr. Rudy emphasized. Instead, IRAPP’s goal is to involve
people from all walks of life in the process of promoting the sustainable economic development of
the region. By “getting a sense of problems facing the region from the people’s perspective,”
through public forums and partnerships with residents, business people and representatives of
social and governmental agencies, IRAPP participants will be able to “tie MSU to the people in a

stronger and more complete way than has been achieved in the past,” he said.

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This in turn provides an opportunity for the growth of a grassroots leadership in the region
that is more effective because its participants know firsthand both the problems that need to be
solved and “how to negotiate the system,” Dr. Rudy pointed out. He also noted that IRAPP offers
the potential to help increase the job market in East Kentucky by providing a ready supply of
well-trained professionals in fields like forest and land management, rural planning, environmental
health and safety and industry compliance. These advantages ultimately could “help stem the
outflow of talented and skilled individuals from the region,” he said, as well as “recruit
professionals to locate here when they see the opportunities the area has to offer.”

IRAPP will train its students to recognize that what they learn in the academic world
applies to real-life concerns. By “demanding that they develop analytic and problem-solving skills
while they work in the field,” students will grow both practically and intellectually, Dr. Rudy
predicted. At the same time, they will have the opportunity to understand East Kentucky’s
connection to the global economy. Through its emphasis on regional analysis as a process
applicable to both urban and rural areas worldwide, IRAPP will focus on “regionalism, not simply
a region,” he said.

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TRANSITION FROM HIGH SCHOOL TO COLLEGE

You’'te about to finish high school; you’ve been accepted to college. Now it’s time to
spread your wings.

But you don’t want to end up like the fabled Icarus, who learned how to fly like a bird
yet passed too close to the sun so that he fell back to earth with a resounding thud. Icarus failed
because he refused to heed the advice of the wise; but you can avoid his fate by drawing on the
experiences of others.

Perhaps you’ve talked with many people about college life, and you’ve heard a lot of
stories. So what will college be like, and how will it be different from the life you already
know?

First of all, college life involves completely different living arrangements. Whether you
live in a residence hall on campus or in an apartment off-campus, likely you will be sharing
living space with people you’re not used to. This can create stress, unless your roommates’
socializing and housekeeping habits are similar to your own. An uncomfortable situation can
sometimes turn into a desperate one if your roommate has planned a get-together the night
before you have a big exam.

In addition to adapting to a new environment, your willpower and determination will
definitely be challenged. Allocating your time and resources, meeting deadlines, making it to
class on time and doing homework even though going on a date would be more fun--all these
obligations require making mature choices. And those parents whom you never wanted around
before will not be there now to remind you what your priorities should be.

Managing your time goes hand-in-hand with financial obligations. You are entering an
adult world where only you will oversee your own purse strings. Preparing a budget and
adhering to it is a choice you will have to make if you intend to complete college without owing
money to an overwhelming array of debtors. Whether it is purchasing a new CD or having
money for laundry or food, these require cash that must be managed wisely.

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Without parents to encourage healthy eating, some students gain an average of 15
pounds during their first year of college. Deciding that it’s fun to stay up all night and enjoy the
numerous pizza parties, along with the sedentary hours you’ll spend studying, may soon mean
there is more of you to get to class. It will be up to you to come up with a plan for eating right
and getting enough exercise to combat the “freshman 15.”

While being on your own can be fun, it does require a whole different attitude on your
part. College teachers are not babysitters and are not obligated to hold your hand. For some |
classes, there will be no attendance policy and you alone must decide whether you can afford to
miss a particular session. In some cases you will be learning not because of the professor but in
spite of him/her, while others will motivate you to réach new goals and achieve more than you
ever thought possible. The ability to make the most out of either of these situations is another
sign of your growing maturity.

But suddenly realizing that you are in control of determining whether you have what it
takes to succeed is part of the excitement of the college experience. In high school, you have
had the support of family members, or the sports team or other students whom you have known
for at least four years. When you move on to the next level, you will meet many new people in
the process of broadening your horizon. You will be exposed to many different cultures as you
share the lives of other students. Here is an opportunity to make friends that will remain with
you throughout life, who can become your support group in future years.

Being able to carry the weight and go for the gold is the secret to a successful college
experience. Itis a major test of you as an individual, during which you can learn to make
decisions, accept the consequences and have the opportunity to try harder if those results were
not what you anticipated.

For some, college will be easier than high school; for others, it will be more difficult.
It’s the starting line for your race in life and only you can determine how good that start is going
to be. '
