MOREHEAD, Ky.---Some individuals may claim one of two tax credits for higher
education when filing 1999 federal tax returns. These credits, Hope and Lifetime Learning, are
based on qualified tuition and related expenses paid by a student, spouse or a dependent claimed
on the 1999 tax return.

To assist eligible individuals, Morehead State University has mailed a substitute Form
1098-T, Tuition Payments Statement, which provides information necessary to apply for credit
on one’s federal income tax return.

The University suggests that individuals who file their own tax return shouid obtain a
copy of various Internal Revenue Service publications: 508, Educational Expenditures; 970, Tax
Benefits for Higher Education; 4, Student’s Guide to Federal Income Tax, and Form 8863,
Education Credits (Hope and Lifetime Learning Credits). These publications and forms are
available without charge by calling 1-800-829-3676 or from the IRS web site at

http://www.irs. gov/forms_pubs/.

If you were an MSU student at any time during the 1999 calendar year, you may be
eligible for the credits. Any student with a valid PIN number, may view/print from their
personal account at http:.//www.moreheadstate.edu by selecting “campus users” then “students.”
An individual’s financial account may provide the details for filing for this deduction.

MOREHEAD, Ky.---Morehead State University faculty members and students presented
research results at the 85th annual meeting of the Kentucky Academy of Science held recently in
Richmond,

Dr. Darrin DeMoss, assistant professor of biology, presented a poster in the physiology
and biochemistry section of the conference where Dr. Carol Wymer, also an assistant professor
of biology, was a poster presenter in the cellular and molecular biology section.

He represented the Southern Appalachian
Botanical Society as president-elect at this gathering, which involved the development of 11
agenda items deemed to be important areas of focus for the beginning of the next century.

This was the 50th annual meeting of the institute, which serves as an umbrella
organization of 65 biclogical societies with a collective membership of 150,000 members.
Included in the agenda items was undergraduate curriculum, biodiversity programs, university
outreach programs for secondary and elementary schools and new research program
development.

Disorders Awareness Week (EDAW), Feb. 10-18, in a number of activities sponsored by the
Epsilon Theta Chapter of Chi Omega fraternity.

The 1990 documentary, “A Season in Hell,” made by film maker Walter Brock of
Louisville, will be shown Thursday, Feb. 10, at 7 p.m. in East Room A of the Adron Doran
University Center. It tells the story of Regina Hatfield, a 1994 graduate of MSU, who was
engaged in an overwhelming battle with the eating disorder bulimia nervosa. The 57-minute
film follows the dramatic and relentless course of Hatfield’s illness from its onset during her
freshman year of high school through her college years. |

Dr. Hatfield, now a dentist and an assistant professor of prosthodontics at the University
of Kentucky College of Dentistry, will share her experiences on Tuesday, Feb. 15, at 7 p.m. in |
the Crager Room, ADUC. In her presentation, entitled “Escape from Hell: Reclaiming My
Life,” she will speak about her recovery from bulimia nervosa after a nine-year struggle with the
eating disorder that resulted in three hospitalizations and brought her near death.

A native of Raceland, she received a Bachelor of Science degree from MSU, a D.M.D.
degree with specialty training in prosthodontics from the University of Louisville School of
Dentistry, and further sub-specialty training in maxillofacial prosthodontics at Columbia
University and the Bronx Veterans Affairs Medical Center. Dr. Hatfield taught at Columbia
University School of Dental and Oral Surgery for two years and at Case Western Reserve
University for one year immediately following her training.

“Regina has been able to overcome her eating disorder with the help of her friends, a
support group called Helping Qurselves with Problem Eating, her family and the skills she
learned during her periods of hospitalization and treatment for Bulimia Nervosa,” said Mary Jo

Netherton, associate professor of French and chapter adviser to Chi Omega.

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MOREHEAD, Ky.---Three Morehead State University faculty members have been
awarded a grant that will allow students to participate in a statewide technology conference.

Seven students who are majoring in education will attend the Kentucky Teaching and
Learning Conference, formerly known as the Kentucky Education Technology Conference,
March 3-4. During the conférence, the students will present technology projects they have |
developed and have used or plan to use in a classroom setting)

“This year, the focus is more on the classroom teacher and how technology can assist
students in being more successful,” said Dr. Phyllis Oakes, professor of education. She and
Dr. Cathy Barlow, interim dean of the College of Education and Behavioral Sciences, and
Dr. Lesia Lennex, assistant professor of education, are the grant recipients.

While attending the conference, the students will have the opportunity to attend the
sessions and visit the exhibitor hall to learn the latest in technology-infused products for
teachers, according to Dr. Oakes. “They may test equipment and talk with vendors about their
contracts with the state,” she said.

The $4,480 grant, funded by the Commercial Bank Foundation, will provide assistance to
pre-service teachers to meet the New Teacher Standard IX, which demonstrates how teachers use
technology in the classroom, Dr. Barlow said. The Commercial Bank Foundation’s primary goal
is to provide scholarships for graduates from East and West Carter County high schools.

“We train the teachers that go to East Carter and West Carter and the elementary and
middle schools in between,” Dr. Barlow added. ’ '

In addition to providing funding for the students’ conference registration fees, the grant
also will cover transportation, housing and meals.

The MSU students will present their projects in a five-computer classroom at the
conference. After the sessions, participants will have the opportunity to interact with the students

and view their projects.

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MOREHEAD, Ky.---It did not take long for Gregg Thomas to get hooked on his hobby.
In fact, it has become his profession.

Thomas, a Morehead State University junior from Frenchburg, is an advertising/public
relations major who spends all of his time ﬁshing when he’s away from school. He fishes for
fun, for work and for big prizes.

Fishing plays a big part in his life. Thomas works as a guide at Cave Run Lake in Rowan
County, writes articles for fishing magazines and conducts seminars on muskie fishing
throughout the Midwest for the different chapters of Muskie, Inc.

“I found out there was no money in guiding and (writing and conducting seminars) are a
good marketing tool, a way to get my name out there,” Thomas said.

Recently, he and his fishing partner of fours years, Dave Grochowski, won the
Professional Musky Tournament Trail’s season-ending tournament invitational on Lake Kincaid
in Illinois' Shawnee National Forest for which they receive a prize of $12,000.

In addition, they received the PMTT Top Gun award, which paid them $2,550.

To win the tournament, they caught two fish, one that was 37 and one half inches and the
other 37 inches. They received the Top Gun award for having the most number of points
compiled throughout the tournament year.

Teams receive 30 points for a 34-inch fish, one point for every quarter inch after that and
10 points for properly releasing the fish.

Thomas began fishing when he was 12-years-old. This, however, was his first year to
compete in a for-money tournament.

The fun and excitement of fishing has kept him interested for all these years and
continues to do so, he noted. After graduation, “I want to do something in the fishing business,
something related,” he said.

MOREHEAD, Ky.---Prevent Child Abuse America has recognized a Morehead State University
professor for his dedication to the prevention of child abuse.

In one of his first jobs after college, Ted Marshall, a professor of social work, was employed in a
maximum-security juvenile delinquent institution. “These were great teenagers, but they had so many
problems,” he said.

Ever since then, he has been working in prevention to help children. For that work, Prevent Child
Abuse America awarded him the Donna J. Stone Award. The award was named for Stone who founded
the organization in 1972 and worked with it until her death in 1985.

“Receiving the award is very humbling,” Marshall said. “It’s an extreme honor,”

Prevention is the solution to child abuse, according to Marshall. The key is to educate people
early in life—"“do things for parents and children before they leave the hospital (after a child’s birth).”

Marshall speaks and conducts workshops nationwide and leads a support group for women who
were sexually abused as children. He has developed a program to help inmate fathers become better
parents before they are released.

“If we can prevent children from going through the pain and suffering, it’s worth it. That
motivates me and I see good results,” he said.

With more than 27 years in the profession, Marshall credits his work outside the classroom, in
prisons, with state agencies and other groups, with making him a better teacher. “It keeps me fresh. It’s
my responsibility (as a professor) to do that,” he said.

An MSU faculty member since 1977, Marshall is heavily involved in community and statewide
human service organizations. He was a co-author of a federal grant that contributed more than $50,000 to
the MSU Training Resource Center that provides continuing education to child welfare workers and foster
families in the region.

An Ohio native, he earned his bachelor’s degree in social work and political science from Eastern
Kentucky University and his master’s degree in social work and human services from the University of
Kentucky.

“It was nice to walk
around and see a professor that you know outside the classroom.”

His relationship with his mentor, Dr. Ric Caric, associate professor of government, is
different than a regular professor-student connection, said Wilson.

Dr. Caric said. “Nic is a smart, ambitious guy. [ provide some information to him concerning
various outlets for his ambitions.”

When the Morehead-Rowan County Chamber of Commerce was ready to update its Web
site, several established, professional Web development companies were considered, according
to Rodney Hitch, the Chamber’s executive director. Beth Patrick, MSU assistant vice president
for information technology, suggested that Hitch give MSU students the opportunity to redesign
the site.

Hitch contacted Dr. Grover S. Kearns, MSU assistant professor of computer information
systems (CIS), who assigned the task to two students.

One of our objectives is to foster a
relationship with the community and to help where we can,”

In addition to Web site projects, computer information systems students have worked on
database and networking projects at area businesses and St. Claire Medical Center. Normally,
they work in pairs but three students may be assigned to complete a large assignment, Dr. Kearns
said.

Throughout their project, Schmitt and Hoskins gave class presentations complete with
project descriptions and charts to show their progress. “The main things both of us probably
learned were time management skills and project management,” Hoskins said.

Those skills are important, according to Schmitt, because “you don’t want to overstate

what you’re going to do in a time frame.”

“The keynote speaker, Dr. Mary Frances Berry, has worked to advance both civil rights and
education,” said Dr. Susan A. Eacker, the symposium coordinator.

Dr. Berry is one of 75 women included in “I Dream A World: Portraits of Black Women Who
Changed America.” President Jimmy Carter appointed here commissioner of the U.S. Commission on Civil
Rights in 1980; during President Ronald Reagan’s term, she was fired for criticizing his civil rights
policies. She sued and won reinstatement in federal district court.

In 1993, President Bill Clinton named Dr. Berry chair for the Civil Rights Commission. Also
during the Carter administration, she served as assistant secretary for education in the U.S. Department of
Health, Education and Welfare.

Dr. Berry was one of the founders of the Free South Africa Movement, which protested at the
South African Embassy. She has made guest appearances on a number of television shows including
“Nightline,” “Face the Nation” and “The Today Show.”

Currently, Dr. Berry is the Geraldine R. Segal Professor of American Social Thought at the
University of Pennsylvani.a where she teaches history and law. A Nashville, Tenn., native, she earned both
her bachelor’s and master’s degrees at Howard University, a doctorate in history from the University of
Michigan and a juris doctorate from the University of Michigan Law School.
