Plumley, president of the Chamber of Com-
meree of the United States addicsced the Day-
ton, Obio Presdenis Club, “A sign warning
rdapgerous il operaied by wiirained persons’
should be posted over every voting machine i
the country on clection day.” -

The voting machine, he said is “the most
important machine in the world . . . but if
operated with intclligence and integrity it will
assure our conlinued nationai strength.

“In the hants of the carcless ou disinterested
persan I} ean do untold damage to the opeiator,
bis famuly, his city, bis state, the nation and
even the entire free world.”

Mr. Plumiey said:

“A quick way to lose it (the privilege of vot-
ing) is to fail to exercise it. An even quicker
way may be to’ excreise it unwisely, yet people
who would ot attempt Lo pperale a handsaw, or
a washing machine, or even 2 boitle opener
without. pajnstaking instruction are willing to
walk uninformed into a voting booth and pull
the leyer that builds our government.

] do not recommend that we license voters
as we license automobile drivers but it seems
reasonable fo expect those who enjoy still the
privilege of the ballot to spent as much time
